We have been following the whooping crane migrations this fall.  Operation Migration (OM) is the organization that helps the young whooping crane chicks fly to Florida in the fall.  They use ultra light aircraft.  This group also helps protect the endangered crane.  We have been watching their migration progress on the Internet for a while now.


The cost of each mile to Florida is $206.  Many miles of the journey have not yet been sponsored.  The 4th graders would really like to help with the funding of the journey by selling their origami paper cranes.


Back in October we made over 1000 paper cranes after reading Sadako and the Thousand Paper Cranes.  The students decided that they could sell the cranes that they made in the factory in order to help fund the migration.  Each crane will sell for $1.00 and all proceeds will go to OM.  
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How could you help?  You can sell them to anybody!  Relatives, friends, co-workers.  We would like the students to do what they can to make the process happen.  This fundraiser will occur from Nov. 21 to Dec. 16.  Any money and unsold cranes needs to be returned by Tues., Dec. 18.
