Operation Migration

Writers:

Task:  Create a script that will be read to the local business over the phone.

This needs to be clear and concise (simple), and less than 1 minute when read by the phone callers.  

Include:

Line 1 – May I please speak with a manager.  (Wait for the manager to get on the line.)

Line 2 – My name is ___________ (first name ONLY) and I am a 4th graders at AMS in Nekoosa. 

Politely request the speakers name. 

Give a sentence about why you are calling – (raising money for OM)

Give a statement about the purpose of OM and their need for funds.

Give a statement of how they can help. (by selling paper cranes and donating all the proceeds to OM.)

Include a statement politely requesting their help.

If yes, ask how many cranes they would like and if it would be okay to deliver the cranes and a poster advertising on Nov. 21st. 

Thank them for their time and let them know you appreciate their help. 

If no, thank them for their time.

Final line – My teacher is right here, would you care to speak with her?

Organizers:

Task – Make sure all of the cranes get taken down carefully.  Separate 625 to pack to go to BP.  (There are 50 on a string.)  Flatten and bundle in packs of 10.  Rubberband them so they stay together.  Pick out the best ones to keep for the local business.  Your job is to give instruction, but not in a forceful manner.  You do NOT need to do, but you need to make sure the workers get it done.
